Their mission is 
to provide spiritual care and the opportunity for service members and 
their families to exercise their constitutional right to the free exercise of 
religion. This is accomplished through religious observances, providing 
pastoral care, confidential counseling, and advising leadership on 
spiritual, ethical, moral, morale, core values, and religious 
accommodation issues. 
 
 
Chaplains lead the Strong Bonds program in partnership with the Airman 
and Family Readiness Program Coordinator and assist commanders in 
building individual resiliency by strengthening the military family. The 
core mission of Strong Bonds is to increase individual service member and 
family readiness through relationship education and skills training. 
Retreats are offered for singles, married couples, and families. 
Chaplains help service members and their families during all phases of the 
deployment cycle. They play a key role in the Yellow Ribbon Reintegration 
Program as they conduct a variety of workshops for married and single 
service members, offer individual and family counseling, and provide 
worship services during the weekend events.  
Chaplains provide suicide prevention training, crisis intervention after a 
traumatic event, and spiritual resiliency retreats for service members 
before and after a deployment. 
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Chaplains lead a Religious Support Team (RST) which consists of the 
Chaplain and a trained Chaplain Assistant. The Chaplain Assistant is an 
enlisted service member who serves as an extra set of eyes and ears for 
the RST as they support the ministry of Chaplains. 
The SCANG Chaplain Corps primarily provides support to service members 
assigned to the 169th Fighter Wing. They serve as Traditional Guard 
members during Unit Training Assembly weekends and periods of Annual 
Training. However, they can be reached anytime outside of drill 
weekends.

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SCNG Leader’s Guide for Helping “At Risk” Guard Members/Families 
 
Risk Indicators: Employment /Unemployment Problems, Financial Issues, 
Legal Trouble, Family/Relationship Problems, Substance Abuse, Pre or 
Post Deployment Stress, Health Problems, Expresses Depression or 
Suicidal Thoughts, Anger Problems, Risky Behaviors, Sleep Problems, 
Recent Death or Suicide of Someone Close, Drastic Change in Work 
Performance or Attitude 
 
How to Determine Risk: Get to know your Soldier/Airman; talk to him or 
her every drill about how things are going in the unit, at home, at work, 
etc.; look for changes in their “norm”; ask the Soldier/Airman if they need 
help; use a battle buddy/wingman system within your unit to help identify 
“at risk” Soldiers/Airmen 
 
What to do if I think one of my Soldiers/Airmen or Families are “At Risk”: 
1. Listen / Hear the Soldier/Airman out; take notes; express concern over 
noticeable behavior changes. Let the Soldier/Airman know you are 
concerned about him/her due to these behavior changes. Ask the 
Soldier’s/Airman’s battle buddy/wingman.   
* If the situation is a clinical or a mental health emergency, call 911 or 
triage with appropriate protocol (example ACE procedures for Suicide 
Situations). 
 
 2. Advise the Soldier/Airman to appropriate resources to get some help: 
* Military One Source – 24/7 on call resource for almost all “at risk” 
issues; provides a multitude of free services to include Financial, 
Substance Abuse, Mental Health, and Crisis Counseling

3. Offer to be with the Soldier/Airman as he or she makes the calls to the 
resources above for help.  
- If the Soldier/Airman does not want you to be there then agree with him 
or her on a time (within 3 days) that he or she will get back with you and 
let you know who was contacted and what is being done. 
4. Insure the Soldier/Airman has a reliable and resourceful “battle 
buddy/wingman” within the section. 
 
5. Advise the unit Chaplain – ______________/ (___) ___-____. 
 
6. Call the Soldier/Airman at least once between drills and see how they 
are doing. 
 
7. The Chaplain or a member of the Unit’s Resilience, Risk Reduction, and 
Suicide Prevention (R3SP) Team that he or she assigns may also make 
follow-up calls to the Soldier/Airman. 
- The Soldier may also be assigned a trained peer/battle buddy in the 
“Soldier to Soldier” program. 
 
8. Continue to follow-up with the Soldier/Airman and the Chaplain as the 
situation is resolved.  
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RANGER 6 Battle Buddy/Wingman Guidance 
 
TASK AND PURPOSE:  Identify a battle buddy/wingman and their first line 
leader/direct supervisor for accountability, support, and assistance. 
STANDARDS:  Every Soldier/Airman assigned to the SCNG will identify a 
battle buddy/wingman and their first line leader/direct supervisor that 
they will approach in times of need. 
BACKGROUND: 
The acronym RANGER 6 stands for: 
Remember you are a vital member of a team 
Ask for help 
Never forget to check on your battle buddy/wingman and subordinates  
Get to know your battle buddy/wingman and subordinates  
Everyone can use your help 
Remember your team depends on you 
The "6" refers to the fact that 6 o'clock, or the position directly behind a 
Warrior, is tactically the Warrior's most vulnerable position. This 
vulnerability requires a team member to guard the Warrior's back. 
Seeking help and depending on others is part of working as a team. 
No one can do everything alone and everyone needs a battle 
buddy/wingman and a first line leader/direct supervisor who "have their 
back." Warriors also have to be such a battle buddy/wingman and first 
line leader/direct supervisor who cares for others in times of need. 
TASKS AND PERFORMANCE MEASURES: 
1. ___Warriors choose or are assigned a battle buddy/wingman. 
2.___Each Warrior identifies two people (their battle buddy/wingman and 
first line leader/direct supervisor) they will reach out to when they need 
help.  
3. __Units maintain battle buddy/wingman lists (Unit Soldier/Airman 
Resiliency Overwatch Sheet) and update as needed, and at least annually. 
4.___ Battle buddies/wingmen check in on each other at least monthly by 
phone, text, email or social network, regardless of whether either 
Soldier/Airman has identified having issues, in order to 
strengthen bonds and maintain social resiliency through connection. 
5.___ Battle buddies/wingmen will report all concerns about their battle 
buddy's/wingman’s well-being, including suicidal thoughts or actions, to 
their chain of command using their Ask, Care, Escort (ACE)
